Students wishing to study Energy and Environmental issues can choose either the "regular study system"                 offered at JGSEE and its consortium or the "special study system" offered at JGSEE's partner universities

2.1 Regular study system

A. Regular study system offers research-based and professional-oriented program.  Student can choose to conduct his/her research either at JGSEE or at any consortium universities. In any case students are required to register and study his/her first semester course work at JGSEE. A. Regular study system under supervision from JGSEE's advisor Students are to study graduate programs offered by JGSEE.  Course work and research activities will be conducted at JGSEE under supervision of JGSEE's faculties.

B. Regular study system under supervision from a partner university's advisor Students are required to study their first semester coursework at JGSEE (in some programs, the second semester is also covered).After completion of coursework, students will move to conduct their research at their advisor's university.


Research-based programs leading to the degrees of Master of Science (MSc), Master of Philosophy (MPhil) and Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) in the program of:

- Energy Technology.

- Environmental Technology.


Professional-oriented programs leading to the degrees of Master of Engineering (MEng) or Master of Science (MSc) in the program of:


- Energy Technology and Management

- Environmental Technology and Management.


In research based programs, it is important that students consult their potential advisor at JGSEE or affiliated staff at any consortium universities and identify a research topic relevant to JGSEE's research group themes. For those who are interested but have no particular idea of research field, please contact JGSEE's academic section for more information and advice.


The degrees of Doctor of philosophy and Master of philosophy require a brief explanation of research concept and must include a proposal not exceeding 3 pages in length and attached with the application form. Please be informed that this document is to be written in consultation with potential advisor and is very important for acceptance to the research-based program.


Students entering a Master of Science on Energy or Environmental Technology are also requested to seek and consult an appropriate advisor concerning their topic of interest which is to be also in line with JGSEE research group themes.


JGSEE offers Master of Engineering/Science on Energy/Environmental Technology and Management plan A for those who would like to gain broad knowledge via coursework study. Students who choose professional oriented program (Master of Engineering /Master of Science on Energy/Environmental Technology and Management plan B) are required to participate to a 6 credits internship in a relevant industry and conduct a small research work in accordance with the industry concerned. Evaluation from the concerned industry and advisor(s) are to be done in accordance with the credit earned both in term of quality and quantity.


Students who choose to enter the regular study system will be graduated under the King Mongkut's University of Technology Thonburi.

To apply for a studentship, a candidate needs to have the following qualifications:


Master of Science /Master of Engendering/ Master of Science plan A


Applicants must hold a first degree in engineering, science, economics or related fields with the least final GPA of 2.75 or be placed in the top 25% of the class. Other applicants may be admitted on conditions that they receive improvement from JGSEE’s Executive Committee.


Master of Philosophy


Applicants must hold an honors first degree in engineering, science or related fields. Those who have graduated with ordinary degrees, but are placed in the top 10% of the class are also eligible, and those within the top 25 % if they have some published papers to their credit.


Doctor of Philosophy


Applicants need to achieve a final GPA of 3.75 or more in their master degree studies. In cases where the GPA is below 3.75 but not less than 3.50, application will be accepted for those who have some research experience supported by published papers.

In all programs, the applicants should consult with their would-be supervisor on the possible thesis topic before applying. Potential applicants should also observe that the teaching are conducted in English, therefore, they should have a good command of the language.

English proficiency is required for entering the school and graduate from the school. To apply for studentship, applicants should meet the following requirements 


1. Average grade of undergraduate English subjects is B+ or higher.


2. Graduated not more than 2 years from universities where instruction is in English


3. IELTS minimum score for Master 5.5 marks and for PhD 6.0 marks or


4. TOEFL minimum score for Master 500 marks and for PhD 530 marks or


5. Thammasat University Graduate English Test (TU-GET) minimum score for Master 520 marks and for PhD 


550 marks or 


6. Test of English for Graduate Study of Chiang Mai University (TEGS) minimum score for Master 65 marks and 
    for PhD 70 marks or 


7. Prince of Songkhla University Graduate English Test (PSU-GET) minimum score for Master 72% and English 
    Proficiency Test minimum score for PhD 64%


Applicants who do not meet the above requirements when applying to study at JGSEE are required to take a placement test administered by the School. Those who scored 76% or above are deemed to have met the above requirements. Those who scored between 50 – 75% will be asked to take one of the above approved remedial courses. Full scholarships with total fees being provided for, including living expenses, are available to applicants with a prominent academic record who show high potential of accomplishment. Partial scholarships are also available to those with less outstanding records. This latter type may include the support of all the fees or only school or tuition fees, or a portion of either fee. The scholarship recipients are selected by a committee on the basis of academic records and financial need. A scholarship recipient’s academic progress is reviewed at the end of each semester to determine the recipient’s continue eligibility for an award.
